We use “if” to show that an action [condition] that will lead to another
action/event [consequence].

Example1 The food will be cold. You should heat it up.

[consequence] [condition]

The food will be cold if you do not heat it up.

We can also use “If” at the start of the sentence.

Example 2 I will save up enough to buy myself a bicycle. I put aside some money
every day.

[condition] [consequence]

If I put aside some money every day, I will save up enough to buy
myself a bicycle.

We use “unless” to show that if an action [condition] did not happen, another
action/event [consequence] will occur. It is similar to “if not”.

Example1l Ifitrains, we will go outside.

[condition] [consequence]

< Unless it rains, we will go outside.

Similar to “If it does not rain”

Example 2 You will not pass this test. You must pay attention in class.

[consequence] [condition]
You will not pass this test unless you pay attention in class.

Unless you pay attention in class, you will not pass this test.
